Rules & Regulations 

1. Format: 36-hole stroke play within flights according to handicap. 

2. Contestant must be resident of Lancaster County or a member of a club located in Lancaster County with an 
official USGA index of 36.0 or less based on at least 10 scores. 

3. Field will be limited to 120 golfers. All others will be placed on the alternate list in the order 
applications are received. 

4. Flights will be determined by the number of entrants. Index will be used to flight golfers. The champion 
may play from any flight. 

5. Prizes will be awarded for gross scores and net scores with overall winner gross score. In the case of 
ties, the champion will be determined by a four-hole stroke play playoff. For all other ties, monies will 
be added together and divided equally. 

6. No outside advice is permitted. Outside advice is defined as anyone other than a player or the player’s 
caddy.  

7. Spectators must stay in the rough.  
8. Non-refundable entry fee is $80 which includes cart and range balls.  
9. USGA Stroke Play Rules govern all play.  
10. The tournament is held over a 2 day period. Entrants are expected to play both days.  
11. Play will start both days at between 7:30 am and 8 am. Check Lancaster Newspapers or Call the
